The nearest airport is in Tuxtla Gutierez (TGZ), about an hour away.

San Cristobal is in the mountains of Chiapas.  It is a beautiful colonial city which is the hub of several small Mayan Indian villages.  Many of the Indians still wear and make the traditional clothing.  Often they do not speak Spanish.   The artisans market is one of the best in Latin America.  The town  is interesting to  explore on our own .  You can walk to the zocola, artisans and farmers markets, and most other places of interest. 

Our clinic is in conjunction with Al Schreuder, a reformed church missionary who has lived there 25 + years with his wife Sue.  We work in their Bible school.  Our team is limited to about 10 people since the site is not  large. We generally stay at Carmelita’s, a small posada which is adequate and quite reasonable.   We usually have lunch with Sue and are on our own for supper.  Expect to walk a couple plus miles a day to get to all these places.   

The weather is cooler than most of Mexico because of the elevation, about 6000 feet.  Temperatures range from highs of about 80 to about 50 at night.  If a norther comes through, it can actually frost at times.
